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Curriculum Statement 

At Rise Park Infant School we aim to provide meaningful and memorable learning experiences through an exciting, stimulating and balanced curriculum. We 
ensure that all children are able to work in a safe environment and are encouraged to try new things and challenge themselves. We believe that 
engagement is the key to success alongside a strong home school partnership. Cross curricular links are made wherever possible and we try to make the 
ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ƭŜŀǊƴƛƴƎ as interactive as it can be.

Early Years 

The Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) is the statutory framework that all early years settings must meet to ensure that all children lean and develop well. 
In our school this refers to our Reception year. The EYFS promotes teaching and learning to ensure children are ready for K.S.1. 

There are four guiding principles which shape practice in Reception. These are: 

A Unique Child ς Every child is a unique child who is consistently learning and can be resilient, capable, confident and self-assured. 

Positive Relationships ς Children learn to be strong and independent through positive relationships 

Enabling Environments ς Children learn and develop well in enabling environments, in which their experiences respond to their individual needs and there 
is a strong partnership between practitioners, parents and carers.

The areas of learning and development 

There are seven areas of learning and development in Reception. 

The three prime areas are: 

Communication and Language 

Physical Development 

Personal, Social and Emotional Development 

There are four specific areas, through which the prime areas are strengthened and applied. These specific areas are: 

Literacy, Mathematics, Understanding the World, Expressive Arts and Design. 

Teaching and Learning takes place through topics and themes such as: 

Ourselves, Celebrations, Traditional Tales and Stories, Growth- New Life, Up, Up and away, Treasure.  

 

 
KS1 curriculum 

The children in years 1 and 2 have been following a new curriculum which was introduced in September 2014 

¶ The national curriculum sets out the most important knowledge, skills and understanding that every child has a right to learn. 

¶ It is a framework given to teachers by the government so that all children are taught in a way that is balanced and manageable but with an element 
of challenge. 

In addition to the National curriculum the school provides a wide range of visits and extra-curricular opportunities which include drama and sport. 

In Key Stage 1 each year group has curriculum guidelines which set out in detail the content for each subject area based on the National Curriculum 
subjects. 

A year group curriculum sheet is sent home at the start of each term informing parents about the topic and what staff will be working on that term. 

Topics include themes such as: 

 Year 2 - Places people go, buildings, We are what we eat, Night time, Time Detectives, My World
